The pursuit of Gospel inspired social
justice can come at a heavy cost to those
involved. Alternatively it mean we have

to be willing to give up part of what
might be a comfortable lifestyle. It might
mean ridicule and scorn for taking up

an unpopular cause, such as advocating
for prison reform, the rights of asylum
seekers or for fair treatment of unpopular
religious minorities.

The Convention will consider how we can
actively support those involved in ‘taking
up their cross’ for Gospel based social
justice and what cost we might have to
take up ourselves in the pursuit of the
coming kingdom of God.
