CPE Applications 
One copy of each successful applicant’s material will be kept in the Centre file and a further copy will be retained by their individual supervisor for the duration of the program. Unsuccessful applicants may request the return of their application materials otherwise they will be shredded at the conclusion of the application process. 

Interviews 
When attending an interview, for consideration as a participant in a CPE program, you will be asked: “Is there anything in your history we need to know about which may have bearing on your proposed placement?” This will assist our discernment as to the most suitable alternative placement in the event any change is needed. This question supplements any formal checks (Working-with-Children/ Police Checks) mandated by the placement setting. 

CPE student records 
The CPE Centre will maintain all participants’ written material in a secure location for two years following completion of a CPE unit. After two years, only the initial applications, participants’ final evaluations and any supervisory reports need to be maintained for a further three years. After five years no records are required to be kept. 

Confidentiality 
Details of spiritual/pastoral conversations and information regarding patients/clients are confidential and must not be shared with others within or outside the placement context. 
Spiritual/Pastoral issues may be discussed in an appropriate way within the CPE and/or multi- disciplinary team context, but care must be taken regarding inappropriate disclosure. 
Within the role of spiritual/pastoral care, and in both instances cited above, you are bound to ensure safety and confidentiality. CPE participants may be dismissed if there is a breach of this policy. 

Client reports/histories 
When noting spiritual/pastoral conversations/detail in patient histories or client reports/ records, CPE participants will follow the guidelines and protocols of the particular Spiritual Care/Pastoral Care/Chaplaincy Department or equivalent of that facility/ institution. It is important to know that all such information is subject to the Health Records Act 2001 (Vic). https://www.legislation.vic.gov.au/in-force/acts/health-records-act-2001/049
Written de-identification

It is essential for participants to de-identify clients in any written material presented to the CPE group or individual supervisor.  When presenting information in the introduction of a Clinical Report that might identify the client, participants are to withhold this information in the written copy given to CPE peers.  Materials written during a CPE are used for the purposes of reflection and learning only with CPE supervisors and the peer group during that particular program.  At the conclusion of the program, CPE participants are to return or shred all clinical materials received from other members of the CPE peer group.  

Permission to use clinical material

For the purposes of a Supervisory Accreditation Review, the Centre Director will complete and sign an ASACPEV Inc. form confirming that either the necessary consents have been obtained or that a statement has been received in writing from the supervisory candidate declaring that the personal information of supervisees and patients /parishioners/clients has been de-identified in accordance with the standard proposed by the Department of Human Services, Victoria, Australia: De-identifying personal Information (www.dhs.vic.gov.au/privacy/ippg/concept/deidentpi/htm).
