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Labyrinth Booking Terms & Conditions

CANVAS PEACE LABYRINTH
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The Peace Labyrinth is a beautiful canvas labyrinth created in April 2018 by members of the Australian Labyrinth Network.  We were led by master labyrinth maker, Lisa Gidlow Moriarty, whose work Paths of Peace, is based in Stillwater, Minnesota, USA.

The labyrinth is painted in deep red and gold reflecting colours of the Australian outback.  Under the painted surface are inscribed prayers, blessings and wishes for peace.  We at eLM were successful bidding for the labyrinth and now hold this resource for the benefit of the Uniting Church in Australia and beyond. 

Care of the Labyrinth

The octagonal canvas measures 7.3 metres x 7.3 metres, requiring a clear space of 7.5 square metres.  The octagonal shape may allow for columns or other objects in the room.  We request the floor be swept, cleaned and dry on the day the labyrinth is unfolded.

The labyrinth is relatively mobile in its large suitcase with wheels.  In it’s suitcase, it weighs 30 kg. Instructions for care, setting up and refolding are included.  Ideally, four, or at least three able-bodied adults are needed to set up the labyrinth.  A small broom for brushing off is provided. 

People are requested not to bring food or drink into the room where the labyrinth is set up. Please consume water, coffee and food in a separate space to the labyrinth. Hand sanitizer should also be kept away from the Labyrinth to prevent spills and damage. Socks are required (and can be provided) for walkers. Some people may have a medical requirement to leave shoes on - we provide surgical non-slip shoe covers. Please do not use candles on the Labyrinth. LED candles may be used.  Ideally these will be placed in the lunations (outside rim) of the labyrinth.
Suggestions for verbal introduction to the labyrinth and signage to aid facilitation are included in the manual. If you would prefer to engage a Veriditas trained facilitator in our Synod, please indicate on the booking form. Please note that there may be a separate cost associated with this, and the facilitators are independent of, and do not work for the Synod. 
Any damage to the labyrinth should be noted on return.  A fee will be charged for any damage occurring to the labyrinth.

Labyrinth loan policy and fees

The Uniting Church in Australia, Synod of Victoria and Tasmania is the steward of the labyrinth, and it is managed by equipping Leadership for Mission.   It may be borrowed and a small fee is asked for its upkeep.
Please book the labyrinth at least three weeks before required.  Arrangements for pickup and return will be discussed. The Labyrinth can be collected from CTM in Parkville, Melbourne. If a courier is required, the costs will be additional to the fees.  Please contact eLM Administration 03 9340 8815 to discuss your event and arrange a quotation.
